Why can’t I build my garage in front of
my house?
Here at  Caroline  Springs, we  are  
believers in your home addressing the
street and being the feature/focus rather
than your garage.  This helps create an
attractive living environment and
aesthetically pleasing streetscape.

What is considered a site start?
Construction has commenced once
plumbing and/or services have commenced.

What happens if we can’t build within
the 18 month time frame?

 Lend Lease carefully monitors the construction
time frame and will send you a reminder
letter when your time is due.  This is to
ensure that you are not living next to a
vacant block for a long period of time
through the early establishment of
buildings.  If you cannot start by your due
date you can apply for an extension,
however, please note that extensions can
only be granted due to genuine extenuating
circumstances.

Can I sell my house once it’s built?
Yes you can.  You cannot however, sell your
vacant land.

What’s a crossover?
A crossover is the section of driveway
between the road and your property
boundary and is required to be constructed
prior to occupation. The crossover must
match the footpath where provided. 
If no footpath is provided, the crossover
can match the material and colour of
your driveway.

Why can’t I build on a boundary?
Allotments 16m wide or under are
permitted to build on one boundary only.
All other larger fronted allotments require at
minimum 1m setback to both sides.
This helps create a sense of openness
and ensures the feeling of “space”
between each home.

Why do I have to address both streets
if I have a corner block?  
Corner blocks are the perfect canvas for
creating a home that is the envy of all in
your street.  By making a few simple
changes to your house plans, you can
create a showpiece that can be admired
from all angles. The front and side of your
home facing the street should mirror or
compliment other homes in your street
which adds to the overall appeal and value
of your home. 

Where can my side boundary fence
go to?
Side boundary fences must stop in line
with the front wall of the dwelling unless
a feature front fence is being constructed
at the same time.

Who is responsible for the
naturestrip?
Whilst the naturestrip is Council owned,
it is your responsibility to establish and
maintain it.  For corner allotments, this
includes both the front and side street
naturestrips.

When do I have to do my
landscaping?
Landscaping to your front garden
(including naturestrips) must be
established within 6 months of
occupation.  We ask that gardens be
maintained by mowing and ensuring your
garden is tidy and free from becoming
overgrown with excessive weeds. 
This is to help streets develop a sense
of community pride and an overall
attractive streetscape.
