The Caroline Springs Fire Brigade urge you to
take care when decorating your home with
Christmas lights, as they can pose a
danger to yourself and your family. Officer

In Charge John Anderson suggests checking
the quality of your lights before installing them.  

“Year after year residents take out their lights from the box and hang
them out. The problem is that after a certain time, they become damaged

from all the handling. All we are suggesting is you check them thoroughly before you
hang them out,” he continued. “If they are frayed or seem damaged in any way, throw them

out, as frayed cords can cause the lights to short and start a fire.”

John Anderson also suggests that you are careful about where you hang your lights. Avoid places that
are a potential fire hazard such as near heaters, fireplaces, any flammable material and paper
decorations.

“Lights can get hot and when they touch these materials a fire
can start,” says Mr Anderson.

“We wish you all a joyous Christmas and
hope the time you spend with your family
and friends is a safe and memorable
one.”
