Snakes play an important part in keeping nature’s
balance. They help control pests by eating insects and
rodents. November is the season snakes come out of
hibernation, they thrive in warm weather and are most
active on warm nights. They move to residential areas in
hot, dry conditions usually in search of water, food or
somewhere to hide. Snakes eat mostly mice, but have
also been known to eat frogs, rats, birds and lizards.

The most common snakes in this area are Brown and
Tiger snakes. The Tiger snake can be identified by green
or black coloured stripes. The Brown snake can be
identified by its silvery to chocolate brown colourings and
has a very small head. Tiger snakes are generally
frightened of you and will try to get away when
approached or disturbed, however, the Brown snake can
be aggressive when disturbed or approached. If you do
see a shake on your property it is important to have it
taken away by a professional wildlife controller. It is the
safest and most effective way to remove the snake.
